In
order for Scouting NZ to adequately assist and keep track of participants in
overseas events we have Rule 51(d) in place:

(d) Overseas Visits:

(i) Scouts proposing to camp or travel outside New Zealand must obtain the
sanction of National Office, the application must be accompanied by a
recommendation from the Group Leader and District Commissioner. As special
conditions may need to be fulfilled, National Office permission should be sought
before firm arrangements are made.

If you plan to attend an overseas Scouting event you will need to fill in an OPS23
form, have it endorsed by your Group Leader or District/Area Commissioner (as
appropriate) and send it in to National Office.
